New UC Policy Implementation
At their December 2002 meeting, the Board of Admissions and Relations with Schools (BOARS) committee of the UC Faculty Senate approved a policy that requires both public and private high schools to become WASC accredited (or a candidate) in order to establish an a-g course list.  

According to records that we have obtained from the Western Association of Schools and Colleges (WASC) web site, your school is not currently WASC accredited.  We certainly do NOT want the implementation of this policy to disadvantage students who are already at your school and taking UC a-g approved courses.  Therefore, we will keep your current course list active through June 2006, when current 9th graders are scheduled to graduate.   We also invite you to continue updating your list on an annual basis.  However, beginning January 2003, we will post a note at the top of your school’s course list (on the Doorways web site at www.ucop.edu/doorways/list ) indicating that it is a “provisional list through 2006, or until the school becomes WASC accredited”.

We would like to work with you to insure that your students continue to be UC-eligible.  Thus, we strongly encourage that you pursue WASC accreditation.  To do so, feel free to contact WASC at (650) 696-1060 or (909) 693-2550.  They will explain the process to become a WASC candidate and, ultimately, accredited.

Should you elect not to become WASC accredited (or a candidate) by 2006, your students will still have other available paths to UC eligibility and admissions.  The Eligibility by Examination Alone policy allows students to become statewide eligible by scoring at appropriate levels on standardized tests.  Specifically, to qualify by examination alone, students must achieve a total score of at least 1400 on the SAT I or receive a composite score of 31 or higher on the ACT.  The total score on three SAT II: Subject Tests (including math, writing, and a third of the student’s choice) must be 1760 or higher, with a minimum score of 530 on each test.

If students fail to meet the Eligibility by Examination Alone criteria, they may still apply to the University and be considered for Admission by Exception.  The University gives special consideration to a limited number of freshmen and transfer applicants who show potential to succeed at the University even though they do not meet the minimum admission requirements.  Each campus will individually review each applicant for special consideration.
