In accordance with the Policy on Intercampus Visitors, undergraduate visitors are included on the host
campus registrant file, and graduate visitors are included on their home campus registrant file.

Students participating in any of the campuses UC Washington DC programs should be included on the
registrant file only for the campus at which they pay enrollment fees.

Record Types

Header Record (Record Type Code-Student = A)

The header record is optional.

Registration Information Record (Record Type Code-Student = H)

Contains demographic registration, performance on registrant. A Registration Information Record should
be supplied for each registrant in the third week population.

Campuses should supply this file each term by the end of the sixth week of classes.
