At the request of a Division, advises on Division peer review procedures.

Research and Professional Development Committee

1)
Solicits research proposals submitted to the University-wide Research Grants for Librarians Program by LAUC members and recommends funding of proposals to UCOP.

Recommends to the Executive Board changes to procedures for the application and review of such research proposals.

3)
Recommends to the Executive Board topics for LAUC educational/professional development sessions.

4)
Advises LAUC on library research and professional development issues.
