Committee Charge: The CPG was given the following specific charge:

Explore “The Future for UC Librarians: redefining our role for the 21st 

Century and Beyond”.  Use the December 3, 2009 LAUC Assembly as a forum 

to engage the membership and gather opinions, ideas, concerns, etc. 

about the future for academic librarianship at the University of 

California.  Provide an outline to the Executive Board of your plan on 

how your committee will engage and document the information gathered 

from the Assembly delegates and other LAUC members. Additional regional 

or campus meetings may be held in the Spring with each member of the 

committee assuring that their campus community has had the opportunity 

to engage in the conversation. The information collected and submitted 

to the Board does not have to take the form of a formal report unless 

one is specifically requested, although the ultimate goal is to produce 

a white paper that would serve as a baseline for ongoing discussions 

with administrators and others on the future development of the UC 

libraries, staff, and services.  The Committee is encouraged to utilize 

other forms of communication such as wikis or blogs to compile 

individual and divisional input.

The LAUC Professional Governance Committee will be hosting a discussion on the future of the library profession in California in the 21st century as part of the LAUC Assembly on December 3 at the University of California, Berkeley.  The committee has thus far prepared topics and a bibliography which well be sent out shortly in the form of a preview document.
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
