The LAUC Research and Professional Development Committee has met twice to date for 2000/2001; once in-person and once by teleconference.

STANDING CHARGE ACTIVITIES

The Committee received six applications in response to the 2000/2001 call for proposals.  The first call resulted in five proposals, the second call resulted in one additional proposal.  Five proposal were recommended for funding.  

2000/2001 Funds

Total available for funding:  $30,810  ($21,810 for unit members, $9,000 for non-unit members)

Total requested for funding:  $41,868.50

Total recommended and approved for funding; $30,769.00

As the review body for research proposal submitted to the University-wide Research Grants for Librarians Program by LAUC members, our committee recommended and the Office of the President approved funding for the following proposals:

THERESA SALAZAR

"New Mexican Santos and Santeros: An Annotated Bibliography"

Currently there is no single bibliographic tool that documents the many printed and archival resources related to Santos, the carved and painted Catholic religious figures from the Hispanic Southwest, and Santeros, the creator of these images.  This project will develop such an instrument for specifically New Mexican Santos, which constitute a rich historic and ongoing tradition in the Southwest.  The final document will be available as a printed resource and a web database.  The Committee felt that this project would result in a valuable print and web based information resource that has not previously existed.  The Committee supports this worthwhile proposal.  However, recommending funding in full would have severely limited our ability to support other equally worthwhile projects.  We therefore recommend partial funding of the majority of monies requested.

"Southeast Asian Virtual Book Collection"

Rebecca Aikens is requesting support to create unique digital collection of Southeast Asian books and manuscripts that will include the high quality scanning of selected scarce and fragile titles, cataloging and mounting on a UCLA server.  UCLA has received requests from members of the Vietnamese and Thai communities in Southern California to assist in preserving the fragile and rapidly disappearing family collections of scare foreign language materials.  UCLA is also seeing new, heavy demand on scarce and brittle items in the UCLA collection as more courses are offered in Southeast Asian languages and literature.  UCLA is also experiencing extensive research in the Language Resource Program in Asian languages as well as outreach to the community which surrounds UCLA.  Aikens will be evaluating the web based delivery of these materials to determine usage, value of online access, and other relevant data in conjunction with the language Resource Program and research in Heritage Languages of California.  Our Committee found Aikens proposal detailed and well written and support of funding this proposal. The Committee would have liked to recommend full funding, but due to the limits of our research monies we recommend partial funding of the majority of the requested amount.

Naiditch is requesting support for a book-length study concerning the library of classical scholars.  This books will examine the library of Richard Porson (1759-1808), Regius Professor of Greek in the University of Cambridge and Librarian of the London Institution.  Porson is regarded as one of the most significant classical scholars in the history of England.  Naiditch proposes to write on the development of the library and the nature of his holdings in addition to the fate of libraries of classical scholars in general, including a reconstruction of the original library and possibly facsimile of relevant materials. The Committee supports this worthwhile proposal.  However, recommending funding in full would have severely limited our ability to support other equally worthwhile projects.  We therefore recommend partial funding of the majority of monies requested.

In the spring of 1945, two valuable manuscripts, the Song of Hildebrand (Das Hildebrandlied), a two page parchment dating from the beginning of the 9th century, and the 14th century Willehalm Codex disappeared from the town of Fad Wildungen, Germany.  Popa intends to write a book which will detail her findings based on research of archival materials in the Kassel Murhard Library, 22 years later.  In order for Popa to continue work on this fascinating project, the Committee recommends full funding.

This project will create a Centennial History exhibit, website, and monograph which will document the first hundred years of the teaching of Architecture on the UCB campus.  The Committee supports this worthwhile proposal.  However, recommending funding in full would have severely limited our ability to support other equally worthwhile projects.  Therefore we recommend awarding to this project the full $9000.00 available for non-unit members and an additional $60.00 available for unit members.

ADDITIONAL CHARGE ACTIVITIES

The Committee revised the proposal submission procedure to allow for electronic submissions.  Changes to appropriate R&PD documents have been made to reflect this change.  

The Committee has revised the grant recipients page on the LAUC R&PD web site to include this year's grant recipients and links to full text versions of their grant proposals with the intent that these serve as both an informational resource regarding research interests and as models for future grant applicants.
