Re: Spring Assembly Report

Since my fall report, CDC has continued to meet in person or via conference call as needed, and has held one two-day meeting.  Minutes of these meetings are available at http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/cdc/ .  CDC has been extremely busy  with Elsevier negotiations and with discussion of shared collection issues and strategies. I’ve summarized a few of the most interesting issues here.

The CDC Working Group on Shared Collections August 2003 report created guidelines for  the creation of the Elsevier/ACM shared print archive, housed at SRLF.  CDC appointed an Elsevier/ACM Assessment team to evaluate the developing implementation of the archive and discussed issues related to shared collections, including preservation and access mechanisms.  CDC recommended that the Resource Sharing Committee explore advanced delivery mechanisms.  The report of the Assessment Task force is available on the CDC website.  The report concludes that the Elsevier/ACM pilot is “scalable” to other similar collections, but not across the board, and that different procedures and practices will be called for as different types of shared collections are piloted.  CDC work on shared collections continues, and additional shared print collections have been discussed.


CDC discussed the for the UC system to implement an Electronic Resources Management Systems (ERMS) to facilitate collection sharing. ( subsequently, SOPAG organized a meeting of librarians to identify and develop common priorities regarding campus and system needs for an Electronic Resource Management system and to recommend next steps.)

In its spring meeting in LaJolla, CDC met with University Librarians and CRL’s Bernie Reilly to discuss future directions for CRL.  There is some concern that CRL not abdicate responsibility for maintaining archival copies of low-use collections, as this would impact UC planning for shared collections.

CDC also has begun a discussion of shared monographic acquisitions between UC campuses.  A task team has been appointed to recommend a plan that would define the goals and concrete steps toward collaborative monographic collection building.
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
