Re: HOPS Information Literacy Common Interest Group (IL CIG)

Note:  I was appointed as LAUC Representative to the HOPS IL CIG in December of 2006; my report therefore covers only the period from 12/06 through 04/07.

During the time of my appointment, the IL CIG's activities have focused on reviewing and advancing the 2005 – 2006 committee goals.  The CIG held a conference call on March 5, 2007 to discuss several issues:

1. The CIG’s web presence, both public and for committee purposes

a. The CIG currently maintains several different web presences.  The primary public site is Information Literacy: What the UC Libraries Are Doing (http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/infolit/).  There is also a website for last year’s IL CIG Workshop (http://ucilcig.googlepages.com) and a wiki for committee purposes (http://ucilcig.pbwiki.com).  It was recommended that the CIG’s web presence be consolidated and updated, and that the wiki be used to encourage engagement and contributions from librarians across the UCs.

b. Some questions persist as to the utility of a wiki for CIG business, and as to the direction of the group’s web presence, particularly in light of past efforts by committee members to build the existing sites.  CDL has reported that it cannot currently support a wiki project for the CIG, so the CIG may seek another provider for a wiki-based page.
c. The CIG Chair’s recommendations, based on the 2004 CIG website report, have been questioned by some committee members.  A decision is pending.  Michelle Jacobs remains the CIG website editor.

2. Planning a biannual IL CIG workshop.
a. The committee agreed that the IL workshop held in Irvine in August 2006 was successful, and that it should be repeated on a biannual basis.  Several members agreed to serve on the Program Planning Committee.

3. “Consumer Report” for surveying IL efforts across the UC campuses.

a. The committee conducted an informal check-in about the IL survey efforts adopted by each of the campuses.  The idea of using a wiki to make this information more publicly available, editable, and current was discussed.

4. In-person meeting for the IL CIG.
a. The committee agreed that an in-person meeting would be productive at a future date.  The committee will develop a more concrete and specific agenda for discussion topics, to use the time efficiently.
