Your Privacy and the Library

The Library Privacy Liaisons held a conference call on February 12, 2004 to go over activities and projects.  At this time it was announced that the Your Privacy and the Library webpage was up at the new University of California Libraries website.

http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/privacy/ .  This site includes links to UC Library Policy such as:  UC Records Disposition Schedules Manual; Technology Privacy Audit; and

Melvyl Privacy Policy.

Further work on this website will include links to relevant library privacy policies and the possibility of addition to the site of news on library privacy issues as these come up.  Keeping the website up-to-date was discussed and at the moment Amy Kautzman, Chair of LPL, will be willing to work on updates with a subgroup from LPL.

At least two libraries, Berkeley and Irvine, are posting their privacy policies on their Library homepage.  

Privacy Audits

Each campus library was asked to complete an audit on privacy issues.  Several campuses

have completed these audits and have sent these to their library administration for discussion and recommendations.  Each UL will decide whether or not to make the audit public.  It was recommended that each campus submit a report on the status of their privacy audits to Amy Kautzman by April 15th.  A report (blended report) on the audits will be written between April 15-May 1st.  The report will also address what SOPAG needs to do to further move action on privacy.

Discussion Issues

An assortment of library activities that have privacy concerns & need further discussion:

· 24/7 reference logs with patron information and subject matter

· research consultation sign-up logs

· email consultations

· differing privacy policies between UC libraries; between campus libraries (affliated, etc.) - do these confuse users?

· information kept on personal PCs

· privacy signs in the library - to date ULs decided that signs not be displayed
