Northern Regional Library Board

Report of the LAUC Representative

1. In April 2003, the Board submitted to UCOP Provost Judson King a proposal to increase volume deposits to NLRF. The Northern Regional Library Board recently surveyed the storage plans of the northern campuses for the period following completion of Phase 3 of the Northern Regional Library Facility. The current annual deposit commitment to the State is 165,000 volumes per year. To accommodate campus demands for stack space NLRB will increase current deposit rates by 56,500 volumes effective in 2004/05. This new schedule would result in approximately 221,500 annual volumes deposited in the NRLB and would continue to fulfill our requirements to the state. The change will have an impact on the lifetime of the facility. At the new deposit rate staff estimate that the building will be at capacity by 2014/15, a ten-year life. This reduces the capacity by 3 years.

2. On April 28, 2003, Bruce Miller was added as a member of NLRB representing

UC Merced.

3. In May 2003, Bernie Hurley reported that 50 to 60 Bancroft Library books were 

discovered missing during routine shelf-reading at the NRLF. The loss was reported to the UC Berkeley Police Department. The materials were likely stolen prior to1998 when the computer system’s security protocol allowed any library staff to discharge materials retrieved from the NRLF. No other library was effected.

4. In September 2003, Bernie Hurley reported that NRLF Phase 3 went out to bid on

Friday, August 29, 2003. The prequalified contractors are SJ Amoroso, Swinerton Builders and Herrero Brothers. Due to delays in passing the State Budget, about a month in the construction timeline was lost. The construction period was being estimated at closer to 15 months, rather than 12.  This estimate puts Phase 3 occupancy date around January/February '05.  He expressed some concern that there may be a few months at the end of the project when NRLF might not be able to accept deposits.

He also reported that the NRLF had received a 10% permanent budget cut in FY03/04.

5. Scott Miller reported that Capital Projects had decided to re-bid the entire project due to 

concerns over the original shelving bids. The official construction completion date has 

been (and will probably continue to be) March 1, 2005.
