RE:  Report for LAUC Fall Assembly 2003

The Resource Sharing Committee (RSC) has been active since Spring Assembly 2003. The following are a number of issue that may be of interest to the LAUC membership. 

1. RSC worked to recommend adopting a change to the UC ILL code for reserve use. Materials stored in the Regional Library Facilities may now be requested for use Reserves by any of the campuses. The code change notes that material loaned for course reserves is not normally recallable.”
2. The RSC-Interlibrary Loan Advisory Group (IAG) recommended and UC Systemwide Operations and Planning Advisory Group (SOPAG) approved the daily limits in Request be removed. Agreement was reached to review this decision if the activity became unmanageable, the action will be reviewed. This change helps researchers and reduces CDL programming requirements of the Request service.
3. The pilot project involving the interlibrary lending of limited Special Collections materials has ended. The Committee in collaborating with the IAG and the Heads of Special Collections (HOSC) to determine the best ways to move forward incorporating what was learned. Some inter UC library lending of Special Collections materials is still possible in a limited capacity.

4. Finally, RSC and IAG anticipate the Fall 2003 implementation of new UC- wide ILL management software, VDX. It will enhance operational support of interlibrary lending between UC Libraries.
