Re: Spring Assembly Report LAUC Resource Sharing Committee (RSC) Report – spring 2004

Since the fall report, RSC has met once in person at and once by teleconference.  Below please find summaries of activities RSC has been engaged in since the last RSC-LAUC report.

VDX/CBS- UC Interlibrary Loan Consortial Borrowing System
Implementation of the Consortial Borrowing System continues.  The majority of campuses are using the system for Lending and five out of the ten campuses are using the Borrowing functions in VDX.  Configuration and refinement of the system and is on-going.  

Advanced Forms of Digital Delivery
In October of 2003, SOPAG charged RSC to explore advanced delivery mechanisms that could make the need to circulate items from the print (dim) archive unnecessary.  RSC charged a subcommittee to examine the possibilities.  The charge was later amended by SOPAG to include an investigation of delivery mechanisms for all formats that are currently underserved.  The committee identified five areas currently underserved and outlined policy issues related to these specific areas (copyright, preservation issues, etc.).  In April, SOPAG charged RSC with expanding on the work of the subcommittee and developing guidelines for the use of advanced delivery mechanisms.
UCL Collections “Request” Report

An RSC subcommittee has completed work on developing a process for retrieving items from the UCL collection.  RSC is asking the UCL committee to further advise on the conditions under which items from the UCL would be retrieved.

Interlibrary Lending of Special Collections Items

RSC appointed a subcommittee to work with HOSC to address unresolved workflow and workload issues that arose during the pilot.  This committee’s work is in progress.
