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This summer and fall the Scholarly Communication Officers group considered how to streamline activities, in light of difficult library budgets and the lack of centralized support from UCOP for scholarly communications activities.  In October the University Librarians determined that the Scholarly Communication Officers will become a Common Interest Group of the Collection Development Committee, due to similar portfolios between the mission of the two groups and substantial overlap in membership.
This transformation is ongoing, and at this time it is unclear what it will mean for the role of the LAUC representative to the Scholarly Communication Officers group. A request to continue to have LAUC representation on the new SCO CIG is under consideration by SOPAG.
Open Access Week took place in October 2009; last year it was Open Access Day, so this international event to raise awareness of open access publishing has expanded.  Almost every UC campus participated in Open Access Week, and the campus activities are noted on the Reshaping Scholarly Communication page: http://osc.universityofcalifornia.edu/news/openaccessweek09.html 
eScholarship’s new interface and suite of services launched during Open Access Week 2009, and CDL representatives Catherine Mitchell and Elise Proulx visited virtually every campus to promote the new launch during that period. Merced promoted eScholarship on flat screens during Open Access Week, and CDL reps had recently visited.
In November UCB and UCSF teamed up to sponsor a talk by Peter Binfield of the Public Library of Science about “article-level metrics,” which offer an alternative to the traditional impact factor by a focus on the impact of individual articles rather than complete journals.
