Report for LAUC Spring Assembly 2004

SLASIAC held its only meeting since the LAUC 2003 Fall Assembly on February 20, 2004 at UC Irvine.   Minutes of this meeting are available at

SLASIAC continued to discuss the “Systemwide Strategic Directions” document that the University Librarians have written and refined over the last year. The document is long and encompasses many aspects of library planning. In order to disseminate it for best effect, several summaries with differently focused perspectives will also be created, including “Perspectives on State Financing Issues” and “Faculty Perspectives”.

ACTION ITEM:  SLASIAC accepted this semi-final version in concept.  A few editorial changes will be made and it will then be distributed for wide review through SOPAG.

UL Greenstein reported on ongoing discussions with JSTOR about possible creation of a JSTOR archive using existing RLF and UC campus library holdings. 

The Collection Planning and Management Group (GMPG) which SLASIAC created in January 2000, has completed its work.  Many of its suggestions will become ongoing initiatives by other groups as a result of recommendations in the Systemwide Strategic Directions document..    

ACTION ITEM:  SLASIAC discharged the CMPG with appreciation for their targeted work to date.

The bulk of this meeting was a far-reaching discussion of the RLF Task Forces final report (February 13, 2004) and RLF deposit policies in an environment of shared print collections. Issues related to ensuring long-term stability of RLF deposits and persistent UC wide access to stored materials, particularly as we move further into an environment of shared collections, are complicated and not yet in consensus. The Task Force report charges the UL’s to develop the operational process procedures.  In the absence of such procedures and consensus, SLASIAC made no formal recommendation on the TF report at this time.

Subsequent to this meeting, the UL’s have addressed these issues among themselves and with local faculty in greater depth.  Access and permanence of collections housed in the RLF’s will be on the

SLASIAC agenda at its first 2004/05 meeting in the Fall of 2004.

Scholarly Communication

Academic Senate Chair Pitts reported that membership for the Academic Council Special Committee on Scholarly Communication (SCSC) is nearly complete.  It will be chaired by Academic Council Vice Chair Blumenthal when he becomes Academic Council Chair in September 2004, and will include UL Karen Butter.  Once operational, this group will have a web site that will provide current information on its efforts to educate and engage faculty on large issues related to the scholarly communication system within UC.
