Selected activities of interest:

CDC
The CDC (Collection Development Committee) vision statement, "The University of California Library Collection: Content for the 21st Century and Beyond" and available at: 
http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/cdc/uc_collection_concept_paper_endorsed_ULs_2009.08.13.pdf is a UL approved report that really resonated with the ULs and merits a very close look.  Many of the other all campus groups and TFs are also looking at how their functions/charges overlap with this potentially far-reaching document.
SCO

The Scholarly Communication Officers Group is now a Common Interest Group.  The ULs Group recently decided that the UC Scholarly Communication Officers Group (formerly an All Campus Group) should become a Common Interest Group reporting to the UC Collection Development Committee.  This change has been made due to the substantial overlap between the portfolios/agendas between the two groups, and the ULs' wish that the two groups work closely together.  In the coming weeks, SCO will be working on revisions to its charge and website to reflect these changes.  LAUC’s standing rules will need to reflect this change in the group’s status.  Discussion is underway regarding LAUC representation on the CIG.

The Assessment of the 24/7 Digital reference service by HOPS and the Digital Reference Common Interest Group continues.  The recommendation regarding continuation (move from pilot to actual program) will take place in spring 2010.
