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Fee Waivers
The University of California will waive

application fees for up to four campuses for

qualified students who otherwise would be

unable to apply for admission. To be accepted

for the fee waiver program, you must meet 

How to Apply 
To apply for admission to the University 

of California, complete the Application for

Undergraduate Admission and Scholarships

included in this booklet or complete the online

application available on the World Wide Web

(see “Applying via the World Wide Web” below

for details).

You may apply to one or to as many as eight

general campuses of the University using one

application form. (The San Francisco campus,

which is devoted to the health sciences, has its

own application and filing procedures.)

Submit only one application per term and

indicate all campus choices on it. Submitting

multiple applications will result in a serious

processing delay.

Application Fees 
The application fee of $40 entitles you to

apply to one University campus. If you apply 

to more than one campus, you must pay an

additional $40 for each campus you select.You

must include the fees with your application or

it will not be processed. If any of your campus

and/or major choices are closed to new appli-

cants for the term to which you apply, you will

receive a refund of $40 for each closed campus

and/or major. Otherwise, application fees are

not refundable.

If you plan to apply after the filing period,

check with the campus to see if there are 

openings before submitting your application.

If you apply after the filing period to a campus

that is no longer accepting applications, the 

UC Undergraduate Application Processing 

Service will notify you by mail that your appli-

cation will not be forwarded to the campus.

You may receive a full or partial refund of the

application fee.

Most majors and programs are open to stu-

dents applying for the fall term. In the winter

and spring terms, openings are limited and

some campuses are unable to accept applications

to particular schools, colleges and majors. If

you are applying for winter or spring, check with

the campus Admissions Office about whether the

program you are interested in is accepting appli-

cations. If your application is not accepted due

to closures of any kind, the UC Undergraduate

Application Processing Service will notify you

by mail and will refund the application fee.

All University campuses are on the quarter

calendar except Berkeley, which is on the

semester system.You may not be able to enroll

at the University for winter quarter if the fall

semester at the institution at which you are

enrolled does not end prior to January 1.

Applying via the World Wide Web
The Application for Undergraduate Admis-

sion and Scholarships is available on the World

Wide Web at UC’s PATHWAYS Web site (at

www.ucop.edu/pathways). To apply online, you

must have access to the Internet via a computer

system that meets certain minimum require-

ments. Details are available online.

PATHWAYS also includes comprehensive

information for prospective UC students about

undergraduate education, admission, financial

aid, and scholarships.

PDF Application
PDF (Portable Document Format) ver-

sions of the application form and application 

specific requirements related to your family

income and size. The fee waiver program is 

for United States citizens and permanent 

residents only.

Students who qualify for fee waivers and

who select more than four campuses must pay

$40 for each additional choice.

There are several ways to apply for a fee

waiver, as described below. To qualify, you must

meet the same income and family size guide-

lines, regardless of the method of application

you use.

◗ High School Students: Use the College

Board fee waiver. It is available from your

school counselor. Submit it with your 

application.

◗ EOPS Community College Students: If

you are enrolled in Extended Opportunity

Programs and Services (EOPS) at a Califor-

nia community college, obtain a fee waiver

authorization from the EOPS office. Submit

it with your application.

◗ Other Applicants: Qualified students 

may obtain a UC fee waiver authorization

at a UC campus Admissions, Relations 

with Schools, or EOP office. When request-

ing a fee waiver authorization, be prepared

to answer questions about your family’s

gross income and size. Office addresses 

and phone numbers are listed beginning 

on page 46.

If you are unable to obtain a UC fee waiver

authorization due to time constraints, you may

attach a letter to your application for admission

stating your gross family income and the num-

ber of family members supported by that

income, and requesting consideration for an

application fee waiver.

When to Apply
Applications must be postmarked by the

last day of the filing period listed in the box on

this page. Most campuses do not accept appli-

cations after this date.

Sending Your Application
When you mail your application, obtain 

a U.S. Postal Service Certificate of Mailing for

your records. Do not use an overnight delivery

service or registered or certified mail, as this

will delay processing of your application. If

you are overseas, use air mail.

Adding a Campus
If you decide to apply to additional UC cam-

puses after you submit your application, submit

your request in writing to the processing service.

Be sure to note your application ID number,

Social Security Number, additional campus(es)

to which you wish to apply, major(s), major

code(s) and a check or money order for $40 for

each additional campus you select, payable in

U.S. dollars to the “Regents of the University 

of California.” You may not substitute new

campus choices for your original choices.Your 

request will be honored only if the campus(es)

you choose still has space available. The process-

ing service will notify you about whether your

application was accepted. Do not submit a sec-

ond application form; it will not be processed.

If You Move/Change Schools
If you enroll in another school or college

after submitting your application, you must

notify the Admissions Office at campuses

where you applied in writing. Provide the insti-

tution’s name and describe the courses you are

taking and plan to take.

If your address and/or telephone number

changes after filing your application, you must

notify the UC Undergraduate Application Pro-

cessing Service of your new address in writing.

Examination Reports
Freshman Applicants: You are required to

take the SAT I: Reasoning Test or ACT, plus

three SAT II: Subject Tests. If you are applying

for admission for fall 2002, you must take the

tests no later than December 1, 2001 for the SAT

I and SAT II and December 8, 2001 for the ACT.

You are responsible for making sure that the

testing agencies report your scores directly to the

Admissions Office at each campus to which

you apply. If you are applying for the fall term,

the Admissions Offices must receive your test

results from the agencies no later than the date

in January when December test scores are nor-

mally reported.

Information about these examinations 

is available on the World Wide Web, at 

www. collegeboard.com for the SAT I and II

and at www.act.org for the ACT.

Important Notice About SAT II Score

Choice: Do not use the Score Choice option to

withhold reporting of SAT II scores. UC con-

siders only your highest SAT II scores in evalu-

ating your application for admission, so there 

is no advantage to you to withhold scores. The

University’s ability to process your application

may be jeopardized if you select Score Choice

and your scores are not reported to the Admis-

sions Offices by mid-January.

TOEFL and APIEL: If your native language

is not English and your education in secondary/

high school or college/university has been in 

a country where English is not the native lan-

guage, you must take the Test of English as a

Foreign Language (TOEFL) or the Advanced

Placement exam in International English Lan-

guage (APIEL) and arrange to have your scores

reported to the Admissions Office at each 

campus to which you apply. If you are applying

for the fall term, the Admissions Offices must

receive your test results from the testing agency

no later than January.

Mail only the original application form, fees and
personal statement to the processing service
address. Do not include letters of recommen-
dation, transcripts, test score reports and other
supporting documentation such as awards,
photographs, poetry, etc., to the processor.They
will not be forwarded, returned or retained.

Application Confirmation
About four weeks after the University

receives your application, you should receive 

an acknowledgement in the mail from the UC

Undergraduate Application Processing Service

indicating that your application form and fees

were received and including your application

ID number. The acknowledgement may include

a request for information that the University

needs to process your application and that you

must submit by the deadline specified.The

acknowledgement will be sent to the address

you list on the application as your current mail-

ing address. If you do not list a current mailing

address, it will be sent to your permanent

address. If you do not receive an acknowledge-

ment, contact the processing service by tele-
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The minimum score required to demon-

strate proficiency is 3 for the APIEL, and

ranges from 173-220 on the computer version

(500 to 550 on the paper version) of the

TOEFL, depending upon the campus. English

courses taken in the U.S. may be substituted

for the TOEFL or the APIEL, but requirements

vary from campus to campus. Contact the

campus International Admission Specialist 

for more information.

Transcripts
If you are admitted for the fall term, you

must arrange to have final, official transcripts

sent to the Admissions Office no later than July

15. If you attended school outside of the United

States, see the information in the box below.

Freshman Applicants: If you are admitted,

you must arrange to have an official, final high

school transcript (showing your date of gradu-

ation) sent to the campus where you plan to

enroll. Unless a campus requests it, do not send 

a sixth or seventh semester transcript.

Transfer Applicants: If you are admitted,

you will be asked to submit official transcripts

from all schools and colleges you have attend-

ed, including high school, regardless of your

length of attendance or whether you believe 

the credit is transferable. Some campuses may

request transcripts prior to admission.

Letters of Recommendation
The University of California does not require

or solicit letters of recommendation on behalf

of applicants for undergraduate admission.

Notification of Admission
If you are a fall-term freshman applicant,

each campus you applied to during the filing

period will notify you whether you have been

admitted between March 1 and March 31.

If you are a transfer applicant, the campuses

may notify you any time between March 1 and

May 1. Contact the campus Admissions Office

if you do not receive notification by the 

appropriate date.

These notification dates apply only to appli-

cants for the fall term who file during the

November 1–30 filing period. Fall applicants

who file late or applicants for winter or spring

should contact the campus Admissions Office

regarding admission notification periods.

Provisional Admission
Offers of admission are provisional until

the campus receives your final official transcript

and verifies the information you provided on

your application. If any information on your

application is found to be incomplete or inac-

curate or your academic performance drops

significantly, the offer of admission may be

revoked.

Transfer Applicants: The final, official

transcript the University receives from the

institution from which you are transferring

must indicate that you are in good standing.

If you are not in good standing, the offer of

admission may be withdrawn.

Review of Admission Decisions
The campuses review each applicant’s

record thoroughly and admissions decisions

are rarely reversed. However, students who are

not admitted may request a review of the deci-

sion if they believe there was an error in the

evaluation or can provide new and compelling

information not included in the initial applica-

tion. Each campus has specific procedures to

handle such appeals. Contact the campus

Admissions Office for information.

Acceptance of Admission
Each campus that accepts you for admis-

sion will send you a Statement of Intent to 

Register (SIR) form. Use this form to indicate

whether you accept or decline the offer of

admission.You are strongly encouraged to wait

until you receive a response from each campus

you have applied to before you complete and

return this form.

You may accept admission to one campus

only. You may not transfer your acceptance from

one campus to another after you declare your

intent to register. A $100 nonrefundable deposit

must accompany your acceptance.

Your SIR must be postmarked no later than

May 1 if you are a fall-term freshman applicant

and no later than June 1 if you are a fall-term

transfer applicant. Applicants admitted at a later

date or for the winter or spring term should

respond by the deadline indicated on the SIR.

TRANSCRIPT INFORMATION FOR APPLICANTS WHO HAVE 
ATTENDED SCHOOL OUTSIDE OF THE UNITED STATES

The Admissions Office may make a preliminary evaluation of your application based on the 
information you provide on your application. However, if you are admitted, the University must
receive an official academic record directly from each institution you attended, beginning with
grade nine and up to and including the school or college/university you currently attend.

Each academic record must list the dates you attended the institution, the titles of courses
and examinations you completed, the grades (marks) you received, the credit, hours or units
earned, and any degree or diploma you may have received. In the United States, the academic
record is called a “transcript.” It may be called by another name — such as leaving certificate,
maturity certificate, bachillerato or baccalauréat — in your country.

Because it may take some time for schools outside the U.S. to forward your records to the
University, you are encouraged to send a legible photocopy of your official foreign academic
records directly to the Admissions Office at each campus to which you apply. (Do not attach 
to your application for admission.)

The University recognizes that it may be difficult to obtain foreign records in the event 
of political upheaval or natural disaster; however, these situations are rare. Failure to provide
official records may jeopardize your enrollment at the University.

The University may

implement a comprehensive review of student

applications, using a broad variety of factors to

select an entering class, thereby eliminating set

percentages of admitted students based on

specific criteria.

The selection criteria are described in 

Introducing the University, Answers for Transfers

and some campus catalogs. The criteria vary

from year to year and from campus to campus
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Undeclared majors vary from campus to cam-

pus. If you apply for one major and later request

another, campuses will make every effort to

honor your request — but there is no guarantee

you will be able to change.

Apply Broadly
When making your selections, keep in mind

that some campuses and programs are highly

competitive and can accept only a limited

number of students each year. The University

encourages you to apply to additional campus-

es that interest you to increase your chance of

being admitted to one of your choices. More

than 90 percent of students who apply to four

or more campuses are admitted.

Undergraduate Programs
The undergraduate programs offered by

each campus, and the concentrations available

therein, are listed beginning on page 24.

All campuses offer the general courses

required for admission to professional schools

in the health sciences, business and law; howev-

er, some campuses offer special undergraduate

programs that include all the professional

school prerequisites.

If you have any questions about academic

programs, contact the Admissions and Rela-

tions with Schools Office at the campus you

wish to attend.

The University reserves the right to make

changes in admissions policies and procedures

at any time in order to maintain consistency

with law or policy.

If you have questions about admissions

policies, selection criteria or the level of compe-

tition for admission to a particular program,

contact the Admissions Office at the appropri-

ate campus.

he University encourages you to 

approach your selection of University 

campuses and programs carefully.You

may be familiar with only one or two of the 

University’s eight general campuses, probably

those nearest your home or those mentioned

more frequently in the news. However, you

should consider the many different educational

alternatives and programs offered by all the UC

campuses before you make your selections and

complete your application. Each of the eight gen-

eral campuses offers a full range of undergradu-

ate programs.

For each campus you apply to, you must

select a major and indicate it on your applica-

tion.You may select the same major at all cam-

puses or a different major at each one.You may

also select an alternate major at some campus-

es, although there is no guarantee that you will

be admitted to the alternate major if you are

denied admission to your first choice.

If you have not yet decided on an area of

study, you may apply to some schools or 

colleges at all of the campuses using the Unde-

clared or Exploratory (at the UC Davis College

of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences)

major option. The University encourages you 

to apply as Undeclared (or Exploratory) rather

than indicate a major that does not interest you.

If you wish to apply as Undeclared, check with

the campus(es) first, as the options available to

he undergraduate admissions policy 

of the University of California is guid-

ed  by the University’s commitment 

to serve the people of California and the needs 

of the state, within the framework of the Cali-

fornia Master Plan for Higher Education.

The entrance requirements established by

the University follow the guidelines set forth 

in the Master Plan, which requires that the top

one-eighth of the state’s high school graduates,

as well as those transfer students who have 

successfully completed specified college work,

be eligible for admission to the University of

California. These requirements are designed to

ensure that all eligible students are adequately

prepared for University-level work.

Mindful of its mission as a public institution,

the University of California has an historic com-

mitment to providing a place within the Univer-

sity for all eligible applicants who are residents

of California, and to achieving, on each of its

campuses, a student body that both meets the

University’s high academic standards and

encompasses the cultural, racial, geographic,

economic and social diversity of California itself.

Each campus makes every effort to provide

a place for all California resident applicants who

meet the minimum eligibility requirements and

who file an application during the appropriate

filing period. (The minimum admissions re-

quirements are described beginning on page 7.)

If the number of applicants exceeds the spaces

available for a particular campus or major — as

is often the case — the campus uses criteria to

select students that exceed the minimum require-

ments. Meeting the minimum requirements,

therefore, is not enough to gain admission to

many UC campuses and programs.

When there are more eligible applicants

than spaces available, each campus selects

between 50 and 75 percent of students on the

basis of academic achievement and promise.

The campus selects the remaining students 

on the basis of academic achievement and 

promise, as well as potential to contribute to 

T
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he University considers you a fresh-

man applicant if you have graduated

from high school and have not

enrolled in a regular session at any college 

or university. If you attend a summer session

immediately after graduating from high

school, you are still a freshman applicant.

California Residents
There are three paths to satisfying the 

University’s minimum admission requirements

for freshman students: Eligibility in the State-

wide Context, Eligibility in the Local Context,

and Eligibility by Examination Alone.

Eligibility in the Statewide Context
Eligibility in the Statewide Context is the path

by which most students attain UC eligibility. To

be eligible in the statewide context, you must

satisfy the Subject, Scholarship and Examination

requirements described on the following pages.

Subject Requirement
To satisfy this requirement, you must com-

plete the 15 units of high school coursework

listed in the box on this page. (A unit is equal

to an academic year, or two semesters, of

study.) These courses are also known as the 

“a-f” subjects or requirements.

At least 7 of the 15 units must be taken in

your last two years of high school.

California High School Students
If you attend high school in California, the

courses you take to fulfill the Subject Require-

ment must be certified by the University as

meeting the requirement and must be included

on your high school’s UC-certified course list.

Your counselor or principal will have a copy 

of this list. In addition, the lists are available

online (at www.ucop.edu/pathways/infoctr/).

Change Effective Fall 2003
Beginning with applicants for fall 2003, the

Subject Requirement will include one unit of

coursework in visual and performing arts

(dance, drama/theater, music or visual arts).

“a-f ” SUBJECTS

a. HISTORY/SOCIAL SCIENCE — 2 years required.
Two years of history/social science, including one year of U.S. history or one-half year of U.S.
history and one-half year of civics or American government; and one year of world history,
cultures and geography.

b. ENGLISH — 4 years required.
Four years of college preparatory English that include frequent and regular writing, and 
reading of classic and modern literature. Not more than two semesters of ninth grade English
can be used to meet this requirement.

c. MATHEMATICS — 3 years required, 4 years recommended.
Three years of college preparatory mathematics that include the topics covered in elementary
and advanced algebra and two- and three-dimensional geometry. Approved integrated math
courses may be used to fulfill part or all of this requirement, as may math courses taken in the
seventh and eighth grades that your high school accepts as equivalent to its own courses.

d. LABORATORY SCIENCE — 2 years required, 3 years recommended.
Two years of laboratory science providing fundamental knowledge in at least two of these
three disciplines: biology (which includes anatomy, physiology, marine biology, aquatic biology,
etc.), chemistry and physics. Laboratory courses in earth/space sciences are acceptable if 
they have as prerequisites or provide basic knowledge in biology, chemistry or physics.The
appropriate two years of an approved integrated science program may be used to fulfill this
requirement. Not more than one year of ninth grade laboratory science can be used to meet
this requirement.

e. LANGUAGE OTHER THAN ENGLISH — 2 years required, 3 years recommended.
Two years of the same language other than English. Courses should emphasize speaking and
understanding, and include instruction in grammar, vocabulary, reading and composition.
Language other than English courses taken in the seventh and eighth grades may be used 
to fulfill part of this requirement if your high school accepts them as equivalent to its own
courses.

f . COLLEGE PREPARATORY ELECTIVES — 2 years required.
Two years (four semesters), in addition to those required in “a-e” above, chosen from the 
following areas: visual and performing arts, history, social science, English, advanced mathematics,
laboratory science and language other than English (a third year in the language used for the
“e” requirement or two years of another language).
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The number of college preparatory electives

required will be reduced from two units to one,

so the total number of Subject Requirement

units will remain at 15.

The visual and performing arts require-

ment will be labeled the “f” requirement and

the college preparatory elective requirement

will be labeled the “g” requirement.

Scholarship Requirement
The Scholarship Requirement defines the

grade point average (GPA) you must attain in

the “a-f” subjects and the SAT I (or ACT) and

SAT II test scores you must earn to be eligible

for admission to the University.

If your GPA is 2.8 or above, you satisfy 

the minimum Scholarship Requirement if you

achieve the test score total indicated in the

Eligibility Index on page 8.

The University calculates your GPA in the

“a-f” subjects by assigning point values to the

grades you earn, totaling the points, and dividing

the total by the number of “a-f” course units.

Points are assigned as follows: A=4 points, B=3

points, C=2 points, D=1 point and F=0 points.

Only the grades you earn in “a-f” subjects

in the 10th and 11th grades are used to calcu-

late your GPA. Final grades you earn in “a-f”

subjects in the 12th grade are used to confirm

that UC eligibility and campus conditions for

admission have been fulfilled. Courses you take

in ninth grade can be used to meet the Subject

Requirement if you earn a grade of C or better,

but they will not be used to calculate your GPA.

Honors Courses

The University assigns extra points for up

to four units of University-certified honors

level and advanced placement courses taken in

the last three years of high school: A=5 points,

B=4 points, C=3 points. No more than two units

(two years or four semesters) of UC-approved

honors level courses taken in the tenth grade

may be given extra points. A grade of D in an

honors or advanced placement course does not

earn extra points.

To qualify for extra points, high school

courses must be in the following “a-f” subjects:

history, English, advanced mathematics, labo-

ratory science and foreign language, and they

ment by the end of your junior year. With the

assistance of each participating high school,

the University will identify the top four per-

cent of students on the basis of GPA in the

required coursework completed in the 10th

and 11th grades.

The 11 units include: 1 unit of history/

social science, 3 units of English, 3 units of

mathematics, 1 unit of laboratory science,

1 unit of language other than English and 

2 units chosen from among the other Subject

Requirements.

The University will notify ELC students 

of their status at the beginning of their senior

year. If you are designated UC-eligible through

ELC, you must submit the University’s under-

graduate application during the November 

filing period and complete remaining eligibility

requirements — including the Subject and

Examination Requirements — to enroll.

ELC students are guaranteed a spot at 

one of UC’s eight undergraduate campuses,

though not necessarily at their first-choice

campus. Additional information about ELC 

is available online at www.ucop.edu/sas/elc.

Eligibility by Examination Alone

If you do not meet the requirements for

Eligibility in the Statewide Context or Eligi-

bility in the Local Context, you may be able 

to qualify for admission to the University 

by examination.

To satisfy the minimum requirements for

Eligibility by Examination Alone, you must

achieve a composite score of 31 or higher on

the ACT or a total score on the SAT I of at least

1400. In addition, you must earn a total score 

of 1760 or higher on the three SAT II: Subject

Tests with a minimum score of 530 on each test.

You cannot qualify for admission by 

examination alone if you have completed 12 

must be certified as honors courses by the

University. Courses that are designed to pre-

pare students for a College Board Advanced

Placement Examination or International Bac-

calaureate Higher Level Examination in the

fields listed above as well as in computer sci-

ence, social science and visual and performing

arts are acceptable honors level courses, as are

college courses that are transferable to the

University.

D and F Grades
D and F grades in the “a-f” courses must be

repeated or validated. Consult with your coun-

selor to determine how these grades can be

improved and how the University will use them

in evaluating your scholarship record. Grades

for repeated courses in which you initially

earned a grade of C or better will not be used.

Examination Requirement
You must submit the following test scores:

◗ Either the Scholastic Assessment Test I:
Reasoning Test (SAT I) or the ACT. The
verbal and mathematics scores on the 
SAT I must be from the same sitting. The
ACT composite score must be submitted.

◗ Three Scholastic Assessment Test II:
Subject Tests (SAT II), including Writing,
Mathematics Level 1 or Level 2, and one
test in one of the following areas: English
literature, foreign language, science or
social studies.

Eligibility in the Local Context
Under the Eligibility in the Local Context

(ELC) pathway, the top four percent of students

at each participating California high school are

designated UC-eligible and guaranteed admis-

sion to one of UC’s eight general campuses.

To be considered for ELC, you must com-

plete 11 specific units of the Subject Require-
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or more units of transferable coursework at 

a college or university following high school

graduation, or if you have taken transferable

college courses in any subject covered by the

SAT II: Subject Tests.

Nonresidents
There are two paths to UC eligibility for

nonresidents at the freshman level. The first is

the same as described under Eligibility in the

Statewide Context and the second is the same

as described under Eligibility by Examination

Alone, with the following exceptions:

Scholarship Requirement: If your GPA is

3.4 or above, you satisfy the minimum Scholar-

ship Requirement if you achieve the test score

indicated in the Eligibility Index under non-

residents (listed above).

Admission by Examination Alone: You

must earn a composite score of 31 or higher 

on the ACT or a total score on the SAT I of at

least 1400.Your total score on the three SAT II:

Subject Tests must be at least 1850 with a 

minimum score of 530 on each test.

Minimum Eligibility vs. Selection 
If the number of applicants exceeds the

spaces available for a particular campus or

major — as is often the case — the campus

uses criteria that exceed the minimum require-

ments to select students. Meeting the mini-

mum requirements, therefore, is not enough to

gain admission to many UC campuses and pro-

grams. More information on campus selection

criteria is included in the University publica-

tion Introducing the University.

he University considers you a transfer

applicant if you graduated from high

school and enrolled in a regular session

at a college or university. Do not disregard your

college record and apply as a freshman.

If you plan to attend a California commu-

nity college before applying to the University,

you should take courses that are transferable,

that satisfy University and college requirements,

and that fulfill prerequisites in your major.

Advisors in the Admissions Office at the cam-

pus you wish to attend and community college

counselors can help you with your planning.

The requirements described in this section

represent the minimum level of achievement to

be eligible for admission to the University.

If the number of applicants exceeds the spaces

available for a particular campus or major — as 

is often the case — the campus uses criteria that

exceed the minimum requirements to select stu-

dents. Meeting the minimum requirements,

therefore, is not enough to gain admission to

many UC campuses and programs.

California Residents
There are several ways to meet the Uni-

versity’s minimum admission requirements 

for transfer students, as described below. The

path you use depends upon the degree to

which you satisfied UC’s minimum eligibility

requirements for freshmen at the time you

graduated from high school. In all cases, you

must have at least a C (2.0) average in all 

transferable coursework.

1. If you were eligible for admission to the Uni-

versity when you graduated from high school —

meaning you satisfied the Subject, Scholarship

and Examination requirements, or were iden-

tified by the University during the senior year in

high school as being eligible under the Eligibili-

ty in the Local Context (ELC) program — you

are eligible to transfer if you have a C (2.0) aver-

age in your transferable college coursework.

2. If you met the Scholarship Requirement 

but did not satisfy the Subject Requirement,

you must take transferable college courses in

the subjects you are missing, earn a grade of

C or better in each of these required courses,

and earn an overall C (2.0) average in all 

transferable college coursework to be eligible 

to transfer.
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3. If you were not eligible for admission to the

University when you graduated from high

school because you did not meet the Scholar-

ship Requirement, you must:

A. Complete 60 semester (90 quarter) units

of transferable college credit with a grade

point average of at least 2.4, and;

B. Complete the following course pattern,

earning a grade of C or better in each course:

◗ two transferable college courses 

(3 semester or 4-5 quarter units each) 

in English composition; and

◗ one transferable college course 

(3 semester or 4-5 quarter units) in

mathematical concepts and quantitative

reasoning; and

◗ four transferable college courses 

(3 semester or 4-5 quarter units each)

chosen from at least two of the following

subject areas: the arts and humanities,

the social and behavioral sciences, and

the physical and biological sciences.

(Students who satisfy the Intersegmental

General Education Transfer Curriculum

prior to transferring to UC may satisfy

Option 3B of the transfer admission

requirements. For more information

about the IGETC refer to the University

publication Answers for Transfers.)

Nonresidents
The minimum admission requirements 

for nonresidents are very similar to those for

residents. Please consult with the Admissions

Office at one of the University campuses for

details. In all cases, however, nonresidents must

have a grade point average of 2.8 or higher in

all transferable college coursework.

COURSE AGREEMENTS ONLINE

Comprehensive articulation information,
including transferable course agreements
(TCAs) for all California community col-
leges, is available on the World Wide Web 
at ASSIST (www. assist.org). ASSIST provides
access to the most current articulation 
agreements between UC, CSU and California 
community colleges. In addition to TCAs,
ASSIST includes information about credit 
for general education/breadth requirements,
major preparation and IGETC. Articulation
agreements may be updated throughout the
year, so check ASSIST periodically to ensure 
that you have the most current information
about transfer credit.

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Rules for Students to 
Establish Residency

To be considered a California resident for

purposes of fees, an out-of-state student must

have lived in California for more than one year

preceding the residence determination date,

relinquish residence in other states, show an

intent to establish residency in California and

demonstrate financial independence.

Unmarried undergraduates from other

states qualify as financially independent if they

were not claimed by their parents or others as

dependents for tax purposes for two preceding

tax years and if their annual income is suf-

ficient to meet their needs. All married stu-

dents and unmarried graduate and

professional students from other states qualify

as financially independent if their parents or

others have not claimed them as dependents

for tax purposes for the preceding year.

Other out-of-state students who qualify as

financially independent include: veterans of

the U.S. armed services; students with legal

dependents other than a spouse; students with

both parents deceased; students who are wards

of the court; and students who are at least 24

years of age by December 31 of the year they

seek to be classified as residents.

Students holding nonimmigrant visas (F1,

J1, etc.) may not establish California residency

for purposes of fees.

Students who cannot establish California

residency under these rules will be required to

pay out-of-state tuition as well as UC and cam-

pus fees. For 2001–2002, nonresident tuition

and fees are $11,074, UC systemwide fees are

$3,429 and campus fees range from about $200

to $650. Health care allowances/fees range

from $460 to $540 and may be waived if a stu-

dent has equivalent coverage. Tuition and fees

for 2002–2003 have not yet been established.

All University fees are subject to change.

For comprehensive information about

establishing residency, refer to the campus

General Catalog or contact the campus 

Residence Deputy.

Financial Aid
Financial assistance in the form of loans,

grants, scholarships and work-study employ-

ment is available to students who comply with

requirements and deadlines. The amount and

types of aid awarded are determined by ana-

lyzing student and family resources and prob-

able expenses.

To apply for financial aid, you must submit

the 2002–2003 Free Application for Federal 

Student Aid (FAFSA) between January 1 and

March 2, 2002. California residents must 

submit the 2002–2003 GPA Verification Form

to the California Student Aid Commission 

during the same period. The forms are avail-

able at high schools, community colleges,

University of California and California State

University campuses, and most independent

colleges.

Applicants for all terms in the 2002–2003

academic year — fall 2002, winter 2003 and

spring 2003 — must submit the forms by 

March 2 to be considered for all aid for which

they are eligible. Applicants seeking financial

aid for the summer 2002 term should contact

the financial aid office at the campus that they

plan to attend.

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International Students: In general, there

are no financial aid programs available to

international undergraduates attending the

University. Some campuses award a very limit-

ed number of grants, loans or scholarships to

international undergraduates; at other campus-

es, no assistance is available.

Before a U.S. Consul will grant you a 

student visa, you must prove that you will 

have sufficient funds to meet all your expenses

while studying in the U.S. Unless you show

written evidence of having financial support

for the entire time needed to complete your

degree program, you will not be granted a 

student visa.

Students with Disabilities
The University provides special assistance

and services to support students with disabili-

ties so they may participate fully in campus

programs and activities. Each UC campus has

an office that coordinates services for students

with permanent and temporary disabilities.

Junior Transfer: You are considered a
junior transfer applicant if you will have com-
pleted 60-89 semester (90-134 quarter) units
of transferable work at a college or university.

Senior Transfer: You are considered a
senior transfer applicant if you will have com-
pleted 90 or more semester (135 or more
quarter) units of transferable work at a college
or university.

Second Baccalaureate: You are consid-
ered a second baccalaureate applicant if you
are applying for an undergraduate degree 
pro-gram at the University and have already
earned an undergraduate degree or a degree
recognized by the University as equivalent 
to a UC baccalaureate. Some campuses do 
not accept applicants in this category; see 
the box on page 12 for more information.
