Fee Waivers
The University of California will waive

application fees for up to four campuses for

qualified students who otherwise would be

unable to apply for admission. To be accepted

for the fee waiver program, you must meet 

specific requirements related to your family

income and size. The fee waiver program 

is for United States citizens and permanent 

residents only.

Students who qualify for fee waivers and

who select more than four campuses must pay

$40 for each additional choice.

There are several ways to apply for a fee

waiver, as described below.

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Rules for Students to 
Establish Residency

To be considered a California resident for

purposes of fees, an out-of-state student must

have lived in California for more than one year

preceding the residence determination date,

relinquish residence in other states, show an

intent to establish residency in California and

demonstrate financial independence.

Unmarried undergraduates from other

states qualify as financially independent if they

were not claimed by their parents or others as

dependents for tax purposes for two preceding

tax years and if their annual income is sufficient

to meet their needs. All married students and

unmarried graduate and professional students

from other states qualify as financially indepen-

dent if their parents or others have not claimed

them as dependents for tax purposes for the

preceding year.

Other out-of-state students who qualify as

financially independent include: veterans of

the U.S. armed services; students with legal

dependents other than a spouse; students with

both parents deceased; students who are wards

of the court; and students who are at least 24

years of age by December 31 of the year they

seek to be classified as residents.

Students holding nonimmigrant visas (F1,

J1, etc.) may not establish California residency

for purposes of fees.

Students who cannot establish California

residency under these rules will be required to

pay out-of-state tuition as well as UC and cam-

pus fees. For 2002–2003, nonresidents are

charged an additional $12,379 in tuition and

fees; UC systemwide fees are $3,429 and cam-

pus fees range from about $200 to $650. Health

care allowances/fees range 

from $460 to $540 and may be waived if a stu-

dent has equivalent coverage. Tuition and fees

for 2003–2004 have not yet been established.

All University fees are subject to change.

For comprehensive information about estab-

lishing residency, refer to the campus General

Catalog or contact the campus Residence Deputy.

Financial Aid
The University of California is committed to

helping all eligible students attend the Univer-

sity through a series of financial aid programs.

Financial assistance in the form of loans,

grants, scholarships and work-study employ-

ment is available to students who comply with

requirements and deadlines. The amount and

types of aid awarded are determined by 

analyzing student and family resources and

probable expenses.

To apply for financial aid, you must submit

the 2003–2004 Free Application for Federal 

Student Aid (FAFSA) between January 1 and

March 2, 2003. California residents must 

submit the 2003–2004 GPA Verification Form

to the California Student Aid Commission 

during the same period. The forms are available

at high schools, community colleges, University

of California and California State University

campuses and most independent colleges.

Applicants for all terms in the 2003–2004

academic year — fall 2003, winter 2004 and

spring 2004 — must submit the forms by 

March 2 to be considered for all aid for which

they are eligible. Applicants seeking financial

aid for the summer 2003 term should contact

the financial aid office at the campus that they

plan to attend.

Before a U.S. Consul will grant you a 

student visa, you must prove that you will 

have sufficient funds to meet all your expenses

while studying in the U.S. Unless you show

written evidence of having financial support

for the entire time needed to complete your

degree program, you will not be granted a 

student visa.

Students with Disabilities
The University provides special assistance

and services to support students with disabili-

ties so they may participate fully in campus 

programs and activities. Each UC campus has

an office that coordinates services for students

with permanent and temporary disabilities.

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Section X: The Personal Statement
— All Applicants

The personal statement is an important part 
of your application for admission and scholarships.
There are limitations to what grades and test scores
can tell the University about an applicant. The
University uses your statement to learn more
about you as an individual — your talents, expe-
riences, achievements and points of view. Think
of the personal statement as your opportunity to
introduce yourself to the admissions officers and
faculty who will be evaluating your application.
What would you like us to know about you that
may not be evident from a review of the rest of
your application?

Freshman applicants may choose from two
main topics; there is one main topic for transfer
applicants. There are three additional topics that
are relevant for some applicants only. We suggest
that you review all the topics and instructions
before beginning your essay.

No matter which topic or topics you choose,
your personal statement should reflect your own
ideas and be written by you alone. Write your
essay in a natural style, so that it conveys who you
are. Present your information and ideas in a
focused, thoughtful and meaningful manner.
Support your ideas with specific examples. A per-
sonal statement that is simply a list of qualities
or accomplishments is not usually persuasive. The
personal statement is required of all applicants.

Topics for Freshman Applicants

◗ Reflecting on your family’s experiences and
personal circumstances, what would you 
like to tell us that is not already revealed or
explained sufficiently in your application? 

◗ What you do in the classroom defines only 
a part of who you are. How do you spend
your time when you are not in class or study-
ing? Focus on one activity, two at the most,
and discuss what you have gained from your
involvement.

Topic for Transfer Applicants

◗ What is your intended major? Discuss how
your interest in the field developed and 
describe any experience you have in the field
— such as volunteer work, internships and
employment — and what you have gained
from your involvement. Also include any
other information you would like us to know
that is not already revealed or explained
sufficiently in your application.

Additional Topics for All Applicants

The following three topics are relevant for some
applicants. Devote some of your personal state-
ment to any of these topics, if pertinent to your
application.

◗ If you indicated in Item 50 that you partici-
pated in a special program such as EAOP,
Mesa, Puente, AVID, Upward Bound, etc.,
describe your involvement in the program
and discuss how you have benefited from 
the experience.

◗ If there are any circumstances not evident 
in your application that may have affected
your academic performance, explain 
the circumstances and discuss how you
responded to them.

◗ You may have taken or are currently taking
high school, summer session or community
college courses that do not fulfill the college
preparatory curriculum required for UC
admissions. If you feel that any of these
courses have helped you develop special skills
and enhanced your overall preparation for
college and your future, give a brief descrip-
tion and discuss how they have benefited you.

Section XI: Release Authorizations
— All Applicants
130. By checking Item 130, you authorize the

University to release information concerning
your application, including copies of your
application and test scores, to any UC 
campus.

Alumni associations at some campuses

award scholarships to entering students who

have demonstrated leadership, academic

achievement and participation in extracurricular

activities. At most campuses, Alumni Schol-

arships are honorary scholarships, so financial

need is not a consideration. Awards range 

from $300 to $12,000 and at some campuses

are renewable annually to qualified candidates.

At some campuses, Alumni Scholars receive 

privileges similar to those awarded to Regents

Scholars. You do not need to be a relative of

an alumnus (graduate of the University of Cali-

fornia) to qualify for an Alumni Scholarship.

Other Scholarships
The campuses have a variety of other schol-

arships for qualified undergraduates. These

scholarships fall into two categories: restricted

and unrestricted. Restricted scholarships are

available only to students with specific back-

grounds, academic interests, career objectives,

etc. Unrestricted scholarships are open to all

students. Some restricted scholarship eligibility

criteria are listed beginning on page 44; others

are awarded based on information on your

application.

Some campuses nominate students for schol-

arships awarded by organizations not connected

with the University, provided the student has

authorized the University to do so. (See Items

131 and 133 on the application form.)
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ach University campus and some campus

alumni associations award scholarships

to students in recognition of achievement

and potential. A wide variety of scholarships

are available — including the Universitywide

Regents Scholarship program and campus-

based scholarships such as Alumni Scholarships

and Chancellor’s Scholarships. There are also

restricted scholarships for students with specific

backgrounds, academic interests or career

objectives. At most campuses, students are

eligible to receive more than one award.

Financial need is not considered in determin-

ing eligibility or award amounts for honorary

scholarships. To be eligible for other scholar-

ships, students must apply and qualify for

financial aid; award amounts for these scholar-

ships vary according to financial need. If you

wish to be considered for need-based scholar-

ships, you must apply for financial aid. (See

page 10.)

Regents Scholarships
Students with outstanding academic records

and personal achievement are considered for

Regents Scholarships, the University’s most

prestigious scholarship award. Regents Scholar-

ships may be either honorary or need-based.

Depending upon the campus, annual Regents

Scholarship awards range from $500 honoraria

to stipends that cover full financial need for

students who qualify for financial aid. Addi-

tional privileges such as preferential housing 

or library access are available to Regents Scholars

at many campuses.

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Supporting Documentation
Some campuses require additional materials

in support of your scholarship application, such

as letters of recommendation, transcripts or an

essay (in addition to the personal statement

required on the application form). These are

referred to as “supporting documentation” in

the Requirements for Campus Scholarships

section. Note that the application requirements

and selection criteria for scholarships vary from

campus to campus. General procedures for

submitting supporting documentation are

described below.

General Procedures: At the top of each page

of supporting documentation, be sure to print

your name as it appears on the Application for

Undergraduate Admission and Scholarships

and your Social Security Number. Send docu-

mentation directly to the campus office

indicated. Do not enclose supporting documen-

tation with your undergraduate application

form. The application processing service 

will not forward supporting documents to 

the campuses. Send required supporting 

documents together in one envelope to the

appropriate campus office postmarked by the

date noted in the Requirements for Campus

Scholarships section that follows.

Letters of Recommendation: Some campus

scholarship programs require one or more letters

of recommendation. Letters must be written 

by a teacher, academic advisor or other person

who can address your academic ability and

potential, leadership qualities and personality

traits. Letters of recommendation must be

written on official stationery and must include

the author’s name and position and, at the top

of each page, your name and Social Security

Number. You may submit photocopies of

letters of recommendation.
