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- Gifts shall be accepted in the name of and become the
property of The Regents of the University of
California.

6. Whenever there is any ambiguity in the terms of a gift

proposal, the matter shall be referred to the General
Counsel for interpretation and advice. Copies of any
written materials shall be provided to the Vice
President--Financial and Business Management. If there
is any doubt about whether gift terms comply with the
policies of the University, the gquestion shall be
referred to the Vice President--Financial and Business

Management.

Regental Authorization

Regental authorization is required for solicitation or
acceptance of any gift that involves:

1. exceptions to approved University programs and policies
[Standing Order 100.4(d4dd) (1)];

2., commitments for more than seven years [Standing Order
100.4(dd) (1) ];

kI obligations on the part of the Unlver51ty to
expenditures or costs for which there is no establlshed
fund source [Standing Order 100.4(dd) (1)];

4. construction of facilities not previously approved
[Standing Order 100.4(dd) (2)];

5. an amount or value in excess of $1,000,000 [Standing
Order 100.4(d4dd) (3)]}; or

6. an interest in real property [By-Law 21.3(f) (2) (aa)].
