Delegation of Authority--To Approve Settlements of Non-Employee Claims Involving
Consideration of Less than $50,000

On May 18, 2006, The Regents authorized the President to approve settlements of non-employee
claims when the consideration paid or received by the University has a value not in excess of
$100,000 (Policy on Settlement of Litigation and Non-Employee Claims). When the consideration
exceeds $50,000, settlement of such claims requires concurrence of the General Counsel.

As used in this delegation, “claim” refers to any demand for payment from an entity or individual
(other than a University employee) which is disputed in whole or in part and is made other than
through litigation. Commercial negotiations to adjust amounts payable under a contract shall not be
treated as claims.

Effective immediately, you are authorized to approve settlements of non-employee claims, including
matters under your respectlve jurisdictions, when the con3|derat|on pald or recelved IS Iess than
$50,000. e\, .

The President must approve (with General Counsel concurrence) settlement of non-employee claims
involving consideration of between $50,000 and $100,000. Proposed settlements of non-employee
claims involving consideration in excess of $100,000 must be submitted to The Regents through the
Office of the General Counsel.

This delegation replaces DA 2054 and DA 2078 (1996) and DA 2083 (1997).
