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Standing Order 100.4 (ee). Anything contained in subsection (dd) above to the
contrary notwithstanding, the President is authorized to take all actions and to execute
all documents necessary in the exercise of the President's duties when an emergency
precludes prior submission to the Board, provided that in all such cases the President
shall report such actions to the Board, through an appropriate Standing Committee, at

its next regular meeting.
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Standing Order 100.4 (00). The President is authorized to administer University
participation in corporations, companies, and partnerships, provided that such
participations have been approved by the Board for University-related purposes, and
to execute all documents in connection therewith on behalf of the University. The
President shall be the custodian of all documents related to such participations.

Action taken by you under this authority shall be consistent with all terms of any related action
taken by The Regents, and shall be coordinated as necessary with the Provost and Executive
Vice President — Academic Affairs and/or the Executive Vice President — Business Operations.

Agreements must be executed in accordance with applicable University policies and procedures
governing such agreements, and must be approved as to legal form by the General Counsel prior

to execution unless previously approved by that office and issued without revision.

This Delegation of Authority replaces those dated December 5, 1997 (DA 2090, DA 2091 and

DA 2092) from the President to the Vice President — Clinical Services Development.
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
