Dear Colleagues:
More than a year ago, a Task Force of Senate and administrative members began a review of the “Compendium: Universitywide Review Processes for Academic Programs, Academic Units and Research Units.”  This review placed particular attention on large academic planning issues, including new schools and the Five-Year Planning Perspec​tives, as well as updates needed since the previous revision in 1999.

Changes proposed by the Task Force have been approved by the systemwide Senate and the Academic Planning Council, a joint systemwide Senate-administrative body.   Accordingly, this letter serves to announce formal adoption of the revised Compendium effective January 1, 2011.  The document will be available online in mid-January at: http://www.ucop.edu/ucophome/coordrev/ucpolicies/documents/compendium_jan2011.pdf
Please note that Section V. Research Units remains unchanged at this point.  The Task Force deferred to the Senate’s University Committee on Research Policy (UCORP) for expertise in this area, and the section is now under review by that body.  Any proposed modifications that emerge will be reviewed by the systemwide Vice President and campus Vice Chancellors for Research.  The Academic Planning Council will consider revisions proposed by UCORP as well as those suggested by the research Vice Chancellors’ group and will circulate a draft for comment before taking final action.
