In April, a new BCD Travel program was initiated and some 
travelers saw their airfare drop immediately after ticketing. 
Airfare Price Protection is a fully automated system that will 
rebook your ticket if the price drops at least $50 in the first 24 
hours after ticketing (when no airline change fees apply). One 
Connexxus user saw a 30% savings when the domestic fare 
dropped from what was booked at $670 to the new price of 
$462.

Other program benefits NOT found when booking travel 
elsewhere include ticket protection such as: 

 Allowances for ticket transfers or name changes and 
management of unused, nonrefundable tickets; 

 Access to service funds that would reduce/eliminate 
airline ticket change fees, first come, first serve basis; 

 Automatic registration for travel accident insurance (with 
options to purchase for personal travel).
